8.15 ceremony. Coordinator describes purposes of the event.
Examination Commission sits by one bench. Examination sheets are in the basket.
1. Examinee gets examination sheet from the basket.
2. Examiner announces: START! and turns on the stopwatch.
3. Examinee reads examples from the sheet and gives oral answer on each
example.

Passed examination - when all given answers within 3 minutes are correct.
— Not passed examination - when at least one given answer within 3 min-
utes is incorrect.
5. Each person, who passed an exam receives the MT EXPERT title. Examina-
tion Commission gives successful examinee high five or a dap.
6. Not passed examination can be repeated after an 1 hour.
